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Happy first month of kindergarten! At school we have been talking about the IB attribute, caring. In kindergarten we show that we are caring by helping our friends, sharing materials, following classroom rules, and listening to others. For each day of September talk with your student about times that you notice they are caring and draw a star on that day. Each day also has an activity to complete for at home practice of skills we are practicing at school. Along with the brief activity, please do 15 minutes of at home reading with your student.
